The need for a classification of the best red Bordeaux (Haut-Medoc) wines arose from the 1855 Exposition
Universelle de Paris. The result was a list of the highest-ranked wines, named the Grands Crus Classés (Great
Classified Growths). With thousands of chateaux producing wines in Bordeaux, to earn classification was extremely
prestigious, and Classified wines were able to command high prices. The best of the best wines were awarded the
highest ranks of First Growth or Second Growth. The 1855 list remained unchanged for over one hundred years
until Chateau Mouton-Rothschild was promoted to First Growth status in 1973.

Having tasted the extraordinary 2005 vintage of all these First Growth and Second Growth wines myself at the
chateaux in Bordeaux, and having been extremely impressed with their quality, although shocked by their
stratospheric prices, | have selected NINE of the best for a once-in-a-lifetime tasting:
